· Learning should  be activity  based.

· Students  should also  be participating  in  Black Board  Work.

· A Striking question came up-How to deal with  the children  who get late admission ?

The remedy  was suggested  The Bright  learners must be given  group duty  and they should  be made  the in charge  of the particular group. The  Twofold  benefit would be enhancement of leadership quality  along  with the revision of the lessons learned before.

· Loud reading  in primary classes  should be done.

· Frequent  use of activity room and aids  , flash cards,  OHP transparencies models  charts  should be done 
· The task should be set according to the  physical and mental  capacity  of the child

· Dr C.K. Arya  Principal  KV NO-03  Jamangar and director of the meeting  advised  the teachers  to be interactive  with the students .A rappo  should be built  between  the students an the  teachers  students  should be made  to share  their experience  or any  other  story  poem  anything with the  class.
· Mr. Nadahav Parmar ,Principal  KV Okha  continued the discussion by  suggesting  that  teachers should   take  students   in their confidence so that they are  able  to share personal problem 

     Further suggestion was made regarding language skills. Listening competency should  be build and  made the foundation stone  of the speaking  skill. 

· Problems of students should be solved  by using  case study method.
